This was to try 
and give some inspiration to young people who would soon be rejoining 
society. I have recently become an enterprise advisor for SEMLEP to offer 
support and inspiration for young people choosing a career path, in 
particular those from difficult and challenging backgrounds. I also 
previously worked with young people for ACB (Academy Central 
Bedfordshire), alongside police and local authority. This was because I 
can relate with dysfunctionality and show that despite your background, 
everyone can still achieve success, whatever that might look like.
